The centrepiece of this concert is
Mendelssohn’s much-loved Octet for double
string quartet, composed in 1825 when he
was just 16.

chorus of Handel's Messiah.

2009 is also the 200th anniversary of Haydn's
death, which is marked in this concert with
a performance of his famous “Emperor”
quartet, so-named because in the second
movement, Haydn quotes the melody from
an anthem he wrote for Emperor Francis

Il and which is now better known as the
German national anthem.
